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About the artwork on today’s bulletin cover 

 

The art pictured on today’s bulletin cover is a sketch based upon an icon written by the famous 

15th century Russian iconographer Andrei Rublev (c. 1360-c. 1430).  This icon, created in the 

early 1400s, is sometimes called “The Hospitality of Abraham (and Sarah)”, and portrays the 

event recorded in Genesis 18 (today’s Old Testament Reading) where Abraham and Sarah 

welcome three visitors to their tent near the oaks of Mamre, during which they are told that 

they will become the parents of their promised son, Isaac.  In the icon, the tent is shown as an 

elongated house, with a tree representing the oaks of Mamre, and usually a single mountain in 

the background to depict Mount Moriah, where the (near-)sacrifice of Isaac would later take 

place (Genesis 22). 

 

The icon is also known by another name as well: “The Trinity”.  The visitors in the icon here 

are portrayed as angels, which recall the words in the Letter to the Hebrews: “Do not neglect 

to show hospitality to strangers, for thereby some have entertained angels unawares” 

(Hebrews 13:2).  This reference shows one long-held interpretation of the visit to Abraham 

that the three visitors were angels.  Another interpretation also holds that the three visitors 

were a Theophany of the Holy Trinity made to Abraham and Sarah.  In this icon, the angels 

are shown as being seated to dine at the table on thrones, and depicted as being identical to 

one another, thus portraying the Unity of the Godhead—one in essence, power, and glory.  

The creator of this sketch on our cover also goes further than the original icon in identifying 

the visitors as representing the Members of the Trinity by drawing the halos around their 

heads in the form of a tri-radiant (three-rayed) nimbus.  This form of halo is used in 

iconography and church symbolism to identify the figure or symbol being depicted as a Person 

of the Trinity.

the Sacrament, sincerely repent of their sins, and desire to receive God’s forgiveness in this 

Holy Meal.  Those who are present at this celebration who are baptized, have been instructed 

in the meaning of this Supper, and believe likewise are welcome to commune with us at this 

Altar today.  Anyone who desires, child or adult, may come forward to receive a blessing. 

 Persons who have questions about what Lutherans believe or have any spiritual 

concerns are asked to speak with an Usher so that they can direct you to the Pastor so that you 

may speak with him before communing.
